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Saint Patrick’s Day, The Trinity & The 3 Leaf Clover

Every year on March 17th, people
around the world celebrate Saint
Patrick’s Day.

But do you know why this day is so
special?

Saint Patrick’s Day honors Saint
Patrick, the patron saint of Ireland. He
was born in Britain around the year
385 AD. When he was a teenager, he
was captured by pirates and taken to
Ireland as a slave. He spent six years
working as a shepherd before escaping
back to his family

Later, he became a Christian missionary and
returned to Ireland to spread Christianity. Many
people believe he used a shamrock, a three-leaf
clover, to explain the Christian belief in the Holy
Trinity (Father, Son, and Holy Spirit).

Saint Patrick’s Day is an important holiday in
Ireland, but it is also celebrated in many other
countries. People wear green because it is the
color of Ireland, which is often called the
Emerald Isle. Parades are held in cities like
Dublin, New York, and Chicago. In Chicago, the
river is even dyed green for the occasion!
